2.	Summary of major past achievements of the project
The largest international involvement of geologists in dimension stone has been facilitated. At present 75 correspondents from 23 countries are actively involved in the project. The “Global Heritage Stone Resource” (GHSR) designation has been created as the first international geological (as opposed to technical/mechanical) standard associated with dimension stone.
· A standard GHSR checklist has been approved following international assessment as well as a check list for a “Global Heritage Stone Province” (specific information available in our web page).
· Portland Stone (UK) has been assessed by the HSTG Board (= IGCP 637 management) and first approval is ready for further action.
An “Interim or Standing List of potential GHSRs” has been established.
· Several publications were issued, containing most of our achievements:
· Special Publication of the Geological Society of London (SP 407) entitled “Global Heritage Stone: Towards International Recognition of Building and Ornamental Stones” was published in May 2015.  It has been edited by Lola Pereira, Brian Marker, Sabina Kramar, Barry Cooper & Bjӧrn Schouenborg and contains 22 papers and 275 pages. 
· A special heritage stone issue of “Episodes” was reviewed, edited and published in June 2015. The Guest Editors were Lola Pereira, Sabina Kramar and Barry Cooper.

3.1.	General scientific achievements

Three young women geologists from emerging countries have collaborated in actions related to the project (e.g. meetings, publications…). From this involvement, one of them (Malawi) has been selected to be member of the board of the IUGS journal Episodes. She is very active and keeps frequent correspondence with the Group. She will be involved in our future activities. Another (Algeria) has been integrated as active correspondent of the Subcommission. The third one (Morocco) is a frequent participant in our European meetings, presenting contributions and publishing results.
The IGCP allocation was used to support some of these young researchers and also one male geologist from Russia, a young woman geologist from Slovenia, as well as an expert male geologist from Italy. Some additional funding was requested, but could not be attended because the late reception of the IGCP grant. Therefore, funding had to be redistributed to cover the expenses of the most needed participants.

3.7.	Activities involving other IGCP projects, UNESCO, IUGS or others

IGCP 637 is linked to the Heritage Stone Task Group of IUGS (now Heritage Stones Subcommission HSS) and Commission C-10 of the International Association of Engineering Geology and the Environment (IAEG).
Members of the project have been involved in other activities like a proposal for an IUGS Resourcing Future Generations project in 2016 and are also part of an European Commitment, approved in 2016 and lead by Lola Pereira, present leader of this IGCP.

3.8.	Scientific Legacy: Is there a need for storage of publications, field data, and other results of the project? Do you have a clear vision concerning where the data would be stored and who will be the custodian?

N/A at this stage although at a later stage an expanding register of GHSRs will need storage and maintenance. At present, all storage is done in our web page.

3.9.	What tangible improvements has your project obtained? (Besides publications, we are interested to hear about improvements to research, scientific contacts, policy implications, etc)

Heritage stone designation facilitates safeguarding of stone resources that may otherwise be sterilized. It can also assist legal protection of stone names where named stone has been quarried from areas that are not a defined source. 
Two dimension stones are recognized at the moment: Portland Stone (UK) and Larvikite (Norway). They are waiting for final approval by the IUGS EC to obtain a certificate (signed and stamped by Secretary General of HSS and IUGS). Several research networks have been established as a consequence of the project, and contacts with stakeholders are maintained at the moment, to involve the different sectors in the outcomes of our project.

3.10.	What kinds of activities in respect to the benefit of society and science outreach has your project undertaken? 

Via the collection and publication of data on heritage stone characteristics and their use in human heritage, heritage stone designation is generating a new realm of geological documentation. With heritage stone designation, IGCP 637 aims to increase professional and community awareness of natural stone and cultural heritage and to enhance international co-operation for the research and documentation of natural stone resources. This will improve management of natural stone resources.
From the present outcomes, several networks working on natural stones have been developed and outreach activities have been prepared to involve not only researchers, but also stakeholders and public in general.

3.11.	What kind of public information (media reports, etc) has your project generated? And how do you evaluate their impact? 

Several articles have been generated for technical journals and local papers. Present project Leader has been interviewed about heritage stones and related projects by local newspapers and academic media aiming a wider diffusion. Information can be found at the following links:

Vienna, Austria, April 2017: Following its 2013-2015 success, the General Assembly of “European Geoscience Union” (EGU) to be held in Vienna in 17-22 April 2016 will have a repeat session entitled “Natural stone research and Heritage Stone designation. The Convenors are Lola Pereira (Spain), Alenka Mauko (Slovenia) and Victor Cárdenes (Belgium). Participating countries will be primarily European, but we already have participants from Morocco, Tunisia and India that have sent abstracts to the session.

A 2017 heritage stone session has been suggested for India in conjunction with 19th ICOMOS (International Council on Monuments and Sites) General Assembly to be held in New Delhi, 19-25 November 2017. Our Indian correspondents will be in charge of the organization of the session. We will take advantage of the EGU meeting to advance in this initiative.

The Global Stone Congress, linked to the international stone industry, is scheduled in Brazil in 2018.

The 2nd ArabGU International Conference (AIC2), the 9th AAWG Conference (CAAWG9) and the 3rd International Conference on Geoparks in Africa and Middle-East (ICGAME3) have organized a session on Geoheritage, under a common theme of "Geosciences for Society". Lola Pereira has been invited to chair the session. These conferences are hosted by the Faculty of Sciences at Chouaïb Doukkali University of El Jadida, Morocco.

In June, 2018, there will be a celebration of the middle IGCs meeting in Vancouver, Canada, under the title Resources for Future Generations. It is likely that our HSS will organize a session. Our Canadian correspondents are working on a proposal for a session
